Depart Kigali for the road transfer to

Nyungwe National Park. Situated in

southwestern Rwanda, the Nyungwe

Forest National Park is known for its

exceptional biodiversity and its wide

range of endemic species. The park is

composed of lush tracts of rainforest

set high up on fertile mountain slopes.

It is one of Africa’s most ancient

forests and the home of Rwanda’s sole

remaining chimpanzee population, as

well as 85 additional mammal species,

43 reptile species, nearly 300 bird

species and over 1000 plant species.

Upon arrival at Kigali International

Airport, you will be transferred in a

private vehicle to the Kigali Serena

Hotel for your 2-night stay. 

Spanning several ridges and valleys,

Kigali, with its lush hillsides, flowering

trees, winding boulevards and bustling

streets, is arguably one of the most

attractive capital cities in Africa, as

well as easily one of the cleanest and

safest.
